2. your doubts

Luke 7:21-22 Go back and report to John what you have seen and heard: The blind receive
sight, the lame walk, those who have leprosy are cured, the deaf hear, the dead are raised, and
the good news is preached to the poor.

3. with the faith you already have
Mark 9: 24 The father instantly replied, "I do believe, but help me not to doubt!"
Little + big = Big

Matthew 17:20 ... if you had faith as small as a mustard seed you could say to this mountain,
"Move from here to there,' and it would move. Nothing would be impossible.
