5. lcry out to God

them a deliverer...

Psalm 118:7 Yes, the LORD is for me; he will help me.

*Acknowledge the problem is too big for you
*Ask God to intervene
*Look for His deliverance

6. | fight for those who can’t

| believe this is very near
Isaiah 58:7-8 Free those who are wrongly imprisoned; Let the
oppressed go free...Share your food with the hungry, and give shelter
to the homeless. Give clothes to those who need them.

| believe God rewards those who
Proverbs 19:17 He who is kind to the poor lends to the LORD, and he
will reward him for what he has done.

Luke 18:13,14 But the tax collector stood at a distance. He would not
even look up to heaven, but beat his breast and said, 'God, have mercy
on me, a sinner." "l tell you that this man...went home justified before
God. For everyone who exalts himself will be humbled, and he who
humbles himself will be exalted.”

Hebrews 3:13 But encourage one another daily, as long as it is called
Today, so that none of you may be hardened by sin's deceitfulness.

Psalm 57:2 / cry out to God Most High, to God, who fulfills [his
purpose for me.

1 Chronicles 4:10 Jabez cried out to the God of Israel , "Oh, that you
would bless me and enlarge my territory! Let your hand be with me,
and keep me from harm so that | will be free from pain.” And God
granted his request.
